     The topic of our group is music. The reason why we chose this topic was because all of our groupmates love music and play at least one musical instrument. At first, we thought doing this project would be easy because every one of us is familiar with the topic. However, we were so busy with our homework and preparation for the exam that we didn’t have time to draft the pre- and post- questionnaires on time.
     On the other hand, not knowing how to present our topic vividly was also one of the obstacles we encountered. Luckily, we found the solutions to overcome these difficulties. Right after the exam.Some of us got together and nailed down twenty questions and completed our questionnaires. We were relieved when Mr. Li, the career teacher of our school, replied to us that we had done the questionnaire in a great way.
