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Career Oscar- an effective way to explore our career? 
   Career pathway is a common concern for us. Therefore, we are required to do an oral presentation on a chosen profession through ‘’Career Oscar’’ in our English lessons. My group has chosen Law as our topic and I would like to share my experience here.
 Not everything is easy to overcome, I met some difficulties when doing this project. To begin, the topic is too complicated. It is not common for us－a secondary school student to understand legal knowledge and law as it is not closely related to life a secondary school. Other than the nature of the topic, we also encountered the difficulty that students are not interested in Law.
