Introduction of the School and Curriculum
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Sheng Kung Hui Tsang Shiu Tim Secondary School (SKHTST) was founded in September 1978 by Sheng Kung Hui (Anglican), Diocese of
Hong Kong and Macao. It is an English medium grammar school subsidized by the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region.
‘Wisdom, Perseverance, Health and Gregariousness’ is the school motto. In the Christian spirit, the school has set as its mission the all-round
development of our students, providing a broad spectrum of colourful learning experiences to ensure students' growth in morality, wisdom,
sportsmanship, social maturity, aesthetics and spirituality. Under teachers’ loving guidance, our students develop creativity, positive values,
abilities in life-long learning, global perspectives and commitment to society. The Counselling Committee organizes a wide range of activities
and leadership training programmes to cater for the different needs of our students, nurturing them into morally upright individuals with a fine
tradition of self-discipline, courtesy and compliance with the regulations. A whole-school counselling approach is adopted to help students
overcome problems during their growth. About 40 clubs offer students a range of extra-curricular activities to meet their needs and interests,
develop their potential and hone their leadership skills. The ‘F.1 One-Sport-Each Scheme’, ‘F.2 One-Art-Each Scheme’ and ‘F.3 One-Service-
Each Scheme’ are organized to cultivate students’ life-long interest and habits in various disciplines of sports, arts and volunteer service with
social awareness. The array of exceptional facilities including a covered playground with a two-storey high volleyball court, a student activity
centre, a chapel, multi-media learning centres and the STEM & Innovation Centre fitted with the latest technological devices attests to the
school’s vision to provide students with a well-rounded education. Tsang Wing Hing Lecture Theatre equipped with state-of-the-art digital sound
and lighting systems caters for academic lectures, artistic performances and live broadcasts of Campus TV programmes and engages students
in exploring their creativity. The cheerful and colourful school environment inspires staff and students to grow in the Christian spirit of love and
care.

Under the current class structure, there are 5 classes in each level of Secondary 1-6.

The school strives to enhance our students’ English proficiency to build a strong foundation for their senior secondary studies. With the exception
of English Language, Chinese Language, Putonghua and Chinese History, which are taught in the medium stipulated, the medium of instruction
for the other S1 subjects is as follows:

Subjects taught in English: Mathematics, Science, History, Geography, Computer Literacy, Visual Arts, Music, Physical Education,
Design & Technology, Home Economics.
Subjects taught in Chinese: Citizenship, Economics and Society, Religious Education.

Students who progress to the senior secondary levels (S4-S6) take compulsory core subjects of English Language, Chinese Language,
Mathematics and Citizenship and Social Development, in addition to the electives taken from the various subject combinations of arts, science
and business programmes. Students will sit the HKDSE examinations on graduation in order to fulfil the admission requirements of local universities.

From 5 December 2023 till 16 January 2024, applicants can download an application form from the school's website (https://www.skhtst.edu.hk)

or get the form at the school's reception counter during office hours™. All completed application forms must be submitted to the school between
2 January, 2024 and 16 January 2024 together with the EDB's application form, photocopies of Primary 4, 5 & 6 school reports* and ONE
stamped self-addressed envelope bearing sufficient postage. In accordance with the EDB's instructions, applicants should present the
original of the student’s identification document (e.g. birth certificate, identity card, passport, etc.) for verification purposes. The school does not
require applicants to provide recommendation letters from their primary schools. (Whether the application is successful or not, submitted
items will not be returned.)

There are 50 Secondary 1 discretionary places in this school. Each applicant may apply to not more than two secondary schools listed in the
“Handbook for Application for Secondary 1 Discretionary Places”.

Interviews:
The school will send out interview invitations to all applicants by email and letter on 1 March 2024. Each applicant will have to attend group
interviews conducted in Cantonese and English. The interview date is 9 March 2024 (Sat.)*.

Admission Criteria and Weightings: a.  position in EDB’s ‘Rank Order List’: 60%

b. performance in interviews: 30%

c. academic results, conduct, ECA & service:  10%
Release of Results:
The school will notify parents of the 50 successful applicants of their children’s inclusion in the Successful Lists for Discretionary Places (DP)
on 27 March 2024 by mail and phone. These notification arrangements are not applicable to reserve and unsuccessful applicants, nor are the
notifications the allocation results. According to EDB instructions, the school should not answer parents’ enquiries about their children’s
application results. Parents of applicants included in the Successful Lists of DP do not need to reply to the notifications nor confirm their
acceptance of the DP offered. Students not offered a discretionary place can still apply for the school at the SSPA CA Stage. The results of both
DP and CA will be released on 9 July 2024 by the EDB. Applicants allocated a place to the school should follow the EDB’s instructions on
registration.
